What and who is Delhi 2 Dublin?

Delhi 2 Dublin is an electro-acoustic collaboration between five established world fusion artists, blending the
traditional sounds of North India and Ireland with cutting edge dance rhythms and DJ aesthetics.

Formed in early 2006, the group has been in high demand, playing at many West Coast festivals, including the
well established Vancouver Folk Music Festival and the Salmon Arm Roots and Blues Fest, as well as opening
this year's massive Canada Day celebrations on Parliament Hill in Ottawa.

“We didn't set out to write fusion music. We just set out to have a good time! When this project came together
almost 2 years ago, our main bond was that we liked to party together on stage. We LOVE playing live, vibing
off one another, joking around... We started writing music that brought us to that space, music to make us
smile, to make us sweaty on the dance floor, music that lifted our hearts. And it just so happened that because
of our various backgrounds, from Indian to Irish to Anglo-Saxon to Korean, we ended up making 'fusion' music.

Maybe what we really represent is a universal shift, a movement away from cultural and religious boundaries
and towards understanding, friendship and love. These are exciting, yet trying, times and sometimes it seems
as if the whole world is going crazy. Where many often focus on differences and separations, we think that
Delhi 2 Dublin may be here to show that we are now, and have always been, one and the same.

We look forward to taking our unique sound and philosophy around the globe!”

Tarun Nayar is a real-life Delhi 2 Dublin progeny. Born to a Punjabi father and mother of Irish decent, he is a
hybrid, a meeting point between east and west; a cross cultural (con)fusion. He is a classically trained tabla
player, a DJ, and a producer obsessed with fusing traditional Asian sounds with electronic beats. He performs
globally, studies music in Mumbai, and spends his time in Canada working in the dynamic West Coast music
scene.

Kytami is an eclectic electric one-woman violin revolution. She is talented and versatile and she can fiddle
insanely fast — ‘cause she’s had lots of practice. She started playing and performing when she was only four
and later had several years of hard-core classical training. Now, she's in high demand to record and perform
in genres ranging from hip hop, live electronica, dub, dancehall, drum n bass to metal and even punk. She's
played in festivals all over the west, released two of her own albums, and has even licensed music to
snowboarding and skateboarding videos.

Ravi Binning has Bhangra running through his blood. He hails from the most respected and longest running
Bhangra family in Canada, the Punjabi Arts Association of Richmond, better known simply as PAAR club. It
has been said that Ravi may be this generation’s best Bhangra dancer in all of North America. His love for this
art form is also apparent when he picks up the dhol and, with his unique style, plays the beats of Punjab to the
dancing world.

Sanjay Ravi Tarun Kytami Andrew

Andrew Kim a multi-instrumentalist, who since the age of six, has studied music from around the world and
now performs on numerous ethnic instruments including Indian sitar and guitar. Andrew is the recipient of the
prestigious Shastri Arts scholarship which has taken him to India to further his training in classical sitar. He
has toured with the Sabai ensemble in Thailand, and in 2003 and was chosen to represent Canada with the
Brave Waves ensemble in Beijing where he performed in the Forbidden City. Amongst many of Andrew’s
accomplishments he has been a guest performer with the band Spearhead, opened for Anoushka Shankar,
and played sitar on a Raffi album.

Sanjay Seran , being a product of the late 70’s, has grown up alongside hip hop, New Wave and UK
Bhangra. As the vocalist for Delhi 2 Dublin he draws from these influences not only in his singing style but also
in his trail-blazing approach to this musical endeavor. Sanjay’s past projects have been credited for changing
the world music scene in Vancouver by putting what he calls the “Neo-Bhangra” sound into the ears and hearts
of the mainstream.
